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Florida is divided into 5 groups (each group contains multiple basins)



Each waterbody in each group is assigned a class and designated use.

Class I: Potable Water Supply

Class Il: Shellfish Propagation or Harvesting

Class IlI: Recreation, Propagation and Maintenance  of a Healthy, Well-
Balanced Population of Fish and Wildlife (divided i nto marine and

fresh water)
Class IV: Agricultural Water Supplies

Class V- Navigation, Utility, and Industrial Use



Based on the class and designated use, a waterbody must meet certain
numeric water quality criteria.

If the waterbody exceeds the criterion for a given parameter, it will be listed as impaired for that
parameter.*

*The number of exceedences needed to list a waterbo  dy as impaired is based on the sample size.



Based on the severity of the impairment and/or the potential health
risks, a priority (high, medium, or low) is given to each impaired

waterbody.

Waterbodies in each group are evaluated in 5 phases, the end result
being adopted TMDLSs for all impaired waterbodies in that group

(cycles of evaluation are based on priority status—cycle 1=high, cycle 2=medium, cycle 3=low).

Phase 1: gathering of existing data and development of a monitoring plan.
Phase 2: strategic monitoring and development of a draft verified list.
Phase 3: verified list adopted and TMDLs developed by FDEP modeling.
Phase 4: BMAPs developed to guide implementation of TMDLs.

Phase 5: TMDLs implemented through the permittingp  rocess.
